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REPORT ON BRC 90 HORSE TRIALS 14th May 2017 at Bonf leur - By Faye Marie-Smith

I was absolutely fuming about it as it turns out when I 
checked the results, I could of had one of the top 3 
placing! But came 8th in the end with a very good 
dressage score of 33.8, having done clear showjump-
ing, 20 penalties & 4.0 time penalties in cross country 
we finished on 57.8. I can't be too annoyed with her, 
since these things happen & she's very clever mare!
